« FIDE and ECF rapidplay-rated event. DIRECTIONS

» Maximum permitted entries: 200. Tram / train:

* There will be no prize-giving, prizes will be paid by bank transfer.

* Prize money will be shared in the event of a tie. Players can only win
one prize, the largest they are eligible for.

* Sections may be merged & prizes redistributed if numbers are low,
additional prizes may be awarded if numbers are sufficient.

« A full refund will be given for withdrawals notified before 29-01-26,
minus an administrative fee of £2, reimbursed after the event.

» The default time will be 20 minutes after the start of the round.

« Pairings will be made using Swiss Manager, pairings and results will
be published on chess-results.com before the start of each round.

» The January 2026 ECF and FIDE OTB rating lists have precedence
for allocating players to sections (the higher rating will be used).
Rapidplay takes precedence over standard when players have both.
Players without a FIDE ID code will be registered as ENG. Unrated
players must provide information about their playing ability, including
previous results and any rating previously held. Unrated players cannot
win rating prizes.

* Free limited car parking on site, all vehicles parked at owner’s risk.
» No smoking/vaping anywhere on site. Participation is at your own risk.

» Organisers and arbiters will only take responsibility for children in the
playing area, during their games. Outside of the playing area, parents
must take responsibility for their children.
