Junior trophy: Awarded for the best performance rating (in any section) by a
participant under the age of 18 on 1st January 2025.

Winners of all trophies — Championship, U1850, U1600, Junior — will hold these for
12 months or until the next championship is held, whichever is sooner.

In the event of a tie, prizes will be shared. No player may win more than one prize.
